S E CT ION 1 Be it enacted by Ike G eneral A ssembly of flee S tate

qf O llie, That whenever in any incorporated village which , by
the federal census of 1870, had, and wh ich by any federal cen
sus may have , a popu lation of two thousand one hundred and
seventeen, the village council thereofshall, bya resolu tion passed
by a two-th irds vote of the members elected thereto, declare it
to be essential to the interest ofsuch village that a line ofrailway,
to be named in said resolution, shou ld be provided between
1 termini designated there in, said v illage to be in the l ine thereof

,

it shall be lawfu l for the v illage counc il of such village to borrow
as a fund for that purpose , not to ex ceed twenty thousand dollars,
and to issu e bonds therefor, bear ing interest not to ex ceed six per
centum per annum, payable semi-annually in such sums as shall

be deemed best by said council ; such bonds to be issued in the

name of su ch v illage, under the corporate seal thereof, and pay
able in eq ual installments in one, two, three, and four years from
their date ; sa id bonds shall be signed by the mayor, and attested
bythe clerk of said village ; and the said clerk shall keep a regis
terof the same , and the faith of the village shall be pledged for
the redemption of said bonds ; and it shall be the duty of the
council of su ch village, annually, to levy sufficient tax to pay the
interest on and provide a sinking fund for the final redemption of

said bonds ; and said bonds shall not be sold or disposed of for
las than th e ir par value : provided, that no money shall be bor
rowed on bonds issued until after the q uestion of providing the

line of ra ilway specified in said resolu tion shall be submitted to
the qualified e lectors of su ch village, at a special election to be

ordered by a resolution passed by a two-thirds vote ofal l the
members of su ch village council, ofwh ich not less than twenty
days

’
noti ce shall be given by posting up notices at not less than

five of the most public places in such village, and by publishing a
notice for three successive weeks in a newspaper published , and of

general circ u lation in such village : and further provided, that three
fifths of said electors voting at such election shall be in favor of
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thus building such l ine of railway. T he returns of su ch e lection
shall be made and du ly certified by the corporation clerk to the

council, who shall declare the resu lt of the same by resolu tion .

S E C . 2 . T he said v illage council shall have the control and
disbursement of said funds, and shall expend the same in procur

ing right ofway, depot grounds, and constru cting said rai lway,
with all necessary appendages ; and for that purpose shal l have
power and capacity to make contracts, and to appoint and employ,
and pay, officers and agents, and to acq u ire , hold, and possess all
the necessary real and personal property and franchise for that pur
pose .

S E C . 3 . T he said village council shall keep a fu ll record of

their proceedings, and they shall also cause to be kept a fu l l and
accurate account of their receipts and expenditures in the con

struction of said line of railway.

S E C . 4. S aid council shall have power to req u ire and take

su ch security from any offi cer, agent, or contractor chosen,

appointed, or employed by them, as they may deem advisab le .

T he members of said council shall not become su rety for any

, agent, or contractor, or be interested, directly or

indirectly, in any contract concerning said railway.

S E C . 5. Whenever, 1n the construction ofsaid line ofrailroad
as here in provided, it shall be necessary to appropriate any lands
for right ofway, depot purposes, rights, or franchises, proceed
ings sha ll be commenced and conducted, in all respects, in ac

cordance with the act entitled an act to provide for compensa
tion to the owners of private property appropriated to the use of

corporations,

and the acts amendatory thereto.

S E C . 6. S aid council, when said piece ofrailroad is completed,
shal l have power to se ll, lease , or operate the same upon su ch

terms and conditions as they may deem best for the interest of
said vil lage.

That whenever m any township which by the federal census

of 1870 had, and which by any subseq uent federal census may
have, a popu lation of eight hundred and thirty-four, the town



ship trustees thereof shal l, by a resolution passed by a majority of
the members elected thereto, declare it to be essential to the 1n
terests of such township that a line of railway, to be named 1n

said resolu tion, shou ld be provided between termini designated
therein, in the said township, not ex ceeding sevenmiles 1n length, it
shall be lawfu l for a board of trustees appointed as herein pro
vided, and they are hereby au thorized to borrow as a fund for
that purpose , not to ex ceed the sum of twenty thou sand dollars,
and to issue bonds therefor, in the name of said township, bear
ing interest at a rate not ex ceeding six per centum per annum , pay
able semi-annua lly. S aid bonds to be payable at su ch time and

places, and in such sums as shall be deemed best by said board .

Saidbonds shal l be signed and sealed by the president of said
board

, and attested by the clerk ofsuch township, who shall keep
aregister of the same, and they shall be secured by a mortgage

on the line of railway and by the pledge ofthe faith ofsuch town

ship, and a ta x which it shall be the du ty of the tru stees thereof,

S E C . 8. Whenever there shall be, between the termini desig
nated in any resolution passed under this act, a railroad already

partially constructed, or rights ofway acq u ired therefor, wh ich can
be adopted as parts ofthe line provided for in said resolu tion

,
the

trustees of said line may purchase or lease said railroad, or right
ofway, and pay for the same ou t of the trust fund.

S EC . 9. Whenever, in the construction of a line of rai lway
,

as herein provided, the said board of tru stees shall find it neces
sary to use or occupy any street, alley, or other public way, space ,
or ground, or any part thereof, ofany incorporated village in said
township, proceedings shall be commenced and conducted in

accordance with the laws in force at the time for the appropria~
tion of such rights or easements by street railway corporations,
except that the oath and verdict of the jury and judgment of the
court shall be so varied as to su it the case .

S E C . 10. O n the final completion ofany line ofrailway, con
structed under the prov isions of this act, the board of trustees

shal l have power to lease the same to any person or persons, or

company, as wil l conform to the terms and conditions which shall
be fix ed and provided by the tru stees of the townsh ip bywhich
the line of ra ilway is owned.

S E C . 11. That the trustees of any township described in this
set may, after trustees have been appointed, as provided in this
act, advance to said tru stees, ou t of any funds of said townsh ip,
such sum as is necessary, not ex ceeding five hundred dollars, for
carrying the object for which they were appointed into effect,
and said sum shall be repaid out of the trust fund provided for m
in this act when raised .

S E C . 12 . D eeds and contracts may be made, and proceedings
for appropriations and actions may be commenced, either 1n the

trustees for the same , are hereby au thorized , for the pu rpose of

providing the means to pay the costs and ex penses of constru ct
ing the water

and O fmaking enlargements and ex tensions

thereof, and changes there in, to issu e the bonds of the c ity for
any amount not ex ceeding in the aggregate for all of said pur

poses four hundred thou sand dollars, wh ich bonds may be made

T he township trustees of each township in said coun
t1es are hereby req u ired to meet on the first Monday of June , in
the year eighteen hundred and eighty-one , and annually thereafter,

whenever occasion may arise ; and, upon failure so to do

, the

ment inflicted.

1. E ach convict, when received at the penitentiary, shall be
washed and cleansed

,
and shal l remain in separate lodgings until

it is certified bythe physician that he maybe safely admitted among
other prisoners , the clothes which a convict wears 011 his arri1al

at the penitentiary, shall either be burnt or carefu lly fumigated al l

pu t away
,
at the discretion of the waiden ; and if theyare pre

served
, they shall be restored to the owner at the expiration of the

term ofhis confinement.
2 . E ach convict shall be provided with a bed of straw, or

other su itable material
,
and suffi cient covering ; with garments of

coarse material , su ited for the different seasons of the year ; and

with wholesome and nu tritious food
,
of such variety as may be

most condu c ive to health .

3 . I f a prisoner is sentenced to sol itary confinement
,
the

sentence shall be ex ecu ted
,
subject to the right of the board to

modify it so far as may be necessary to prevent any serious injury
to health ; and no unnecessary labor shall be requ ired of any
convict on S unday .

4. N o punishment shall be inflicted, ex cept by the order and

under the direction of the warden or depu ty warden ; and it shall
be unlawfu l to u se any cruel or u nu sual mode of punishment.

5. A ll money in possession ofa prisoner when delivered at the

penitentiary, shall be properly entered on the c lerk’

s books, and

rece ipted for on the commitment by the warden,
in the presence

of the prisoner, and also all money paid to the prisoner during his
confinement, shall be entered on the clerk ’

s books, all of which
money, so rece ived of such prisoner, if not otherwise disposed of
by the prisoner, shall be retu rned to the prisoner when discharged.

6 . T he ru les and regu lations prescribing the du ties and obliga
tions of the prisoners, shall be printed and hung up in each cell
and shop.

7 . E ach convict, when he leaves the penitentiary , shall receive
a su it of citizen’

s c loth ing, su itable for the season in wh ich he is
discharged, and, ex cept in the summer season

,
a su it of under

C loth ing.

S ection 6797 . A person convicted of felony shall
,
u nless his

sentence be reversed or annu lled
,
be incompetent to be an elector

or juror
, or to hold any office of honor, trust, or profit in this

state ; the pardon of a convict shall effect a restoration of the

rights and privileges so forfeited, or they may be restored as pro

vided in section seven thou sand four hundred and thirty-two ; but
a pardon shall not release a conv ict from the costs of his convie
tion,

unless so stated there in .

S ection 7432 . In order that good behavior may be properly
rewarded

, the board shall provide in its ru les and regu lations for
a correct daily record of the conduct of each convict, and his

fidelity and diligence in the performance of his work ; and each

convict who is sentenced for a term other than for l ife , shall be
entitled to diminish the period of his sentence and be restored to
the rights and privileges forfeited by his conviction, under the fol
lowing ru les and regu lations



1. (a) . For each month , commencing on the first day of his

arrival at the penitentiary, during wh ich he has not been gu ilty of
a violation ofdisc ipline, or of any of the ru les of the prison,

and

has labored with diligence and fidelity
,
he shall be allowed a

deduction of five days from the period of his sentence .

(b) . A fter he has passed one full year of his sentence, in which
he has not been gu ilty of a violation of discipline, or any of the

rules of the prison,
and has labored with diligence and fidel ity,

the dedu ction shall be seven days from the period of his sentence ,
for each month .

(e) . A fter he has passed two fu ll years ofhis sentence , as above

provided,
the dedu ction from his term shall be nine days for each

month .

(d) . A fter he has passed three fu ll years of his sentence, as
above provided , the deduction from his term shall be ten days for
each month .

2. For a violation of the ru les and discipline, or for a want of
fidel ity and care in the performance ofwork , he shall not only
forfeit all gained time for the month in wh ich the delinq uency
occurs

,
but

,
according to the aggravated natu re or the freq uency

ofhis offenses, the board may deduct a portion or all of his time

previou sly gained, bu t the board may review the condu ct record
ofa convic t, and if it appear that any v iolation of the ru les and

discipl ine was committed through ignorance, or circumstances
beyond his control

,
or abuse by an officer, may restore him to the

standing he possessed before su ch violation.

3. If he pass the entire period of his sentence withou t a viola
tion of the ru les and discipline , ex cept such as the board ex cuse
in pursuance of the preceding clause , the rights and privileges
forfeited by his conviction shall thereby be restored, and he shal l
receive from the governor a certificate; under the great seal of the
state, as ev idence of such restoration,

to be issu ed upon presen

tation to the governor of a certificate ofsu ch conduct, which shall
be furnished to such convict by the warden .

4. A convict who is not entitled to a restoration of the rights
and privileges forfe ited by his conviction, as provided in the pre stoma am,
ceding clause , who has conducted himselfin an ex emplary manner
for a continuous period of not less than twelve consecutive months
succeeding his discharge, and presents to the governor a certificate
of that fact, signed by ten or more good and well-known citizens
ofthe place where he has resided during such period, certified to
be su ch by the probate judge of the county wherein they reside,
and whose signatures are certified by such judge to be genu ine,
shall be entitled, in consideration thereof, to a restoration of the

rights and privileges forfe ited by his conviction, which restoration
shall be evidenced by a certificate ofthe governor, under the great
seal of the state .

5. I f a convict be prevented from laboring, by sickness or

other infitrrity not intentionally produced by himself, or by other
cause for which he is not responsible, he shall be entitled, bygood
condu ct, to the same deduction from his sentence each month, as
above provided for ; and the board shal l allow him a sum ofmoney



sufi cient to defray all his necessary expenses to the county whene
he was convicted, together with five dollars in money .

S E C T I O N 1 Be it enaeted by tbc G enera l A ssembly of tbe S tate of
O bie, That whenever in any county having a popu lation ex ceeding
forty-fou r thou sand inhabitants, the county commissioners thereof
